On Saturday July 24 a crew of 17 Amateur Radio 
Operators provided communications support for the 
Alzheimer’s Association Massachusetts/New Hamp-
shire Chapter 2010 Memory Ride for Alzheimer’s 
disease research. 
 
This was the 14th year for the event and the third 
year that NVARC has been asked to lead the Ama-
teur Radio support.

Public Service: Colorado Hams Assisting Wild-
fire Relief Efforts 

 
This image from NASA's Moderate Resolution Imag-
ing Spectroradiometer (MODIS) shows the city of 
Boulder lying in the path of the smoke. MODIS cap-
tured this image at 12:15 p.m. local time (18:15 
UTC) on September 6, 2010. The red outline corre-
sponds with the unusually high surface temperatures 
associated with an active fire. A river of thick smoke 
flows eastward. Over the plains northeast of Denver, 
the smoke plume casts a shadow to the north. The 
MODIS is located on NASA's Terra satellite. Click 
here for a larger image. 
 
A fire that began on Monday, September 6 in Emer-
son Gulch located in Four Mile Canyon -- just north-
west of Boulder, Colorado -- has members of Boul-
der County ARES® providing communications sup-
port to the Boulder County Sheriff's Office and the 
American Red Cross. According to a 911 call, the 
fire was started when a truck collided with a large 
propane tank. 
 

"Amateur Radio operators are located at the Red 
Cross shelter set up at the University of Colorado 
Event Center and also at the Boulder County Emer-
gency Operations Center," ARRL Colorado Section 
Manager Jeff Ryan, K0RM, told the ARRL. "Amateur 
Radio operators are providing voice and ATV com-
munications between forward fire units, the Incident 
Command post and the Emergency Operations Cen-
ter, as well as voice and packet communications for 
the Red Cross."  
 

Public Service: GAREC 2010 to Convene Next 
Month 

 
The 2010 Global Amateur Radio Emergency Com-
munications Conference (GAREC) -- supported by 
the ARRL, the IARU and all three IARU Regions -- is 
scheduled for October 11-12 in Curacao. With its 
theme of Learning through Practicing, this year's 
conference is an opportunity for emergency commu-
nicators to discuss recent events, discover technical 
solutions to problems and how to cooperate with pro-
fessional partners. One of the highlights of the 2010 
conference will be an actual EmComm exercise dur-
ing the conference, exploring how information shar-
ing across borders can be improved. 
 
FCC: ARRL Goes Another Round with ReconRo-

botics 
 
The Recon Scout -- manufactured and marketed by 
ReconRobotics -- is a remote-controlled, maneuver-
able surveillance robot designed for use in areas that 
may be too hazardous for human entry. ReconRo-
botics was recently granted a waiver by the FCC for 
the device to operate between 430-448 MHz, a por-
tion of spectrum available to the Amateur Radio Ser-
vice on a secondary basis. 
 
As reported earlier, on August 16, ReconRobotics -- 
manufacturers and marketers of the Recon Scout, a 
remote-controlled, maneuverable surveillance robot 
designed for use in areas that may be too hazardous 
for human entry - filed with the FCC an opposition to 
the ARRL's Petition to Deny Applications. The ARRL 
petition asked the FCC to deny dozens of pending 
Public Safety Pool license applications for the Recon 
Scout device, which operates in the 430-448 MHz 
band. On September 1, the ARRL filed its reply (see 
below). 
 

FCC: ARRL Comments in FCC Review of CB 
Rules 

 
In June the FCC opened a proceeding -- WT Docket 
No. 10-119 -- "to simplify, streamline, and update the 
Part 95 rules to reflect technological advances and 
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changes in the way the American public uses the 
various Personal Radio Services." The Citizens Band 
(CB) Radio Service is one of several Personal Radio 
Services regulated by Part 95. Three of the CB-
related issues raised in the Notice of Proposed Rule 
Making are of interest to the Amateur Radio Service. 
On September 3, the ARRL filed comments limited 
to these issues. 
 
FCC: ARRL Seeks to Protect 2304 MHz Operation 
 
In May, as a partial implementation of its National 
Broadband Plan, the FCC adopted amendments to 
its rules for Wireless Communications Services in 
the 2.3 GHz band to permit mobile broadband ser-
vices, in addition to fixed services, in the bands 
2305-2317.5 and 2347.5-2360 MHz. The Report and 
Order in WT Docket No 07-293 was published in the 
Federal Register on August 2, 2010, triggering a 30 
day window for petitions for reconsideration. On Sep-
tember 1 the ARRL filed a Petition for Clarification or 
Partial Reconsideration, asking the FCC to "clarify, 
or partially reconsider a single aspect" of its Report 
and Order.

AFNIC is 
the headquarters of the national Air Force MARS 
organization.

To help 
commemorate this milestone, the ARRL has intro-
duced an anniversary Challenge Coin. The die-
struck, 1.5 inch brass coin depicts the ARES® 75th 
anniversary logo in gold with red, white and blue col-
or fill, while the reverse shows the ARRL diamond 
logo against a hemisphere of the world. 
 
Around the perimeter of the ARES® logo are the 
words Ready, Resilient and Responsive. "These 
words represent the critical need that ARES® activi-
ties have provided, and will continue to provide into 
the future," said ARRL Emergency Preparedness 
and Response Manager Mike Corey, W5MPC. "The 
Challenge Coin honors the service of ARES® volun-
teers and all Amateur Radio operators who respond 
to the call of public service. We hope ARES® volun-
teers will enjoy the honor of having the first Chal-
lenge Coin issued by the ARRL."

in ARRL Laboratory

some fun on the new D-STAR repeater -- located in 
the ARRL Lab -- on his lunch break.

The ARRL Lab has installed a D-STAR (Digital 
Smart Technologies for Amateur Radio) repeater in 
the Lab at the ARRL Headquarters building. Operat-
ing with an output of 147.390 MHz, positive offset, 
the W1HQ D-STAR repeater is a local repeater with 
a modest footprint covering the Hartford-New Britain, 
Connecticut area. The antenna is on the roof of the 
Headquarters building with the repeater located in 
the Lab. With its gateway, the repeater is accessible 
to any D-STAR user on the planet. The Lab's call 
sign is W1INF. 
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"The purpose of the repeater is to better educate the 
Lab staff on D-STAR technology," explained ARRL 
Test Engineer Bob Allison, WB1GCM. "In turn, we 
will have the ability to handle some of our members' 
questions on the matter. We also intend to use this 
new technology when emergencies occur where D-

Beginning September 3, the new, revised wording of 
Section 97.113 goes into effect. As of this date, the 
FCC will permit government entities that sponsor 
disaster and emergency drills to hold these drills 
without applying for a waiver. Additionally, employ-
ees who wish to participate in non-government-
sponsored drills and exercises may do so under cer-
tain conditions. Part 97 is the portion of the Commis-
sion's rules that govern the Amateur Radio Service.

FCC: FCC Reaffirms 2×2 Call Signs Are Only for 

Advanced, Amateur Extra License Classes 
 
In May 2010, John Gottschalk, KB1DDK, of West-
wood, Massachusetts, requested a new call sign via 
the FCC's vanity call sign program. Gottschalk, a 
General class licensee, requested KK1CQ -- a 2×2 
call sign -- and a waiver from the Commission allow-
ing him to hold the call sign. The FCC denied both 
requests on Tuesday, August 31, 2010.
