Card Sort Follow Up

After the card sort Lynda N1PBL and Stan KD1LE
scan the cards correcting errors and bundle them
into more even packs so it is easier to box them for
the next leg of their journey.

Miss sorts are listed by letter followed by the number
of cards in that group that didn't belong for any rea-
son. There isn't anything that stands out by letter.
Some errors were cards stuck together. But most
defied explanation.

The following list is the cards that were miss sorted
above now sorted or the resorted miss sorts if you
will.

Since the number of cards in each alphabetical
groups varies considerably there isn't much that
stands out except the “I” with 59 errors which is two
to three times the errors of most other letters. This
has always been the case and the only explanation
is that it is mistaken for a 1 so the card gets sorted
on the letter after the “I” and not the 1 in the callsign.

The end result is that 424 cards out of 20,000 were
miss sorted or about 2%. In the past the rate has




varied but has been as much as 4%. So this is an
improvement and | am sure it is appreciated by the
letter sorters who get the cards next. Otherwise
each letter sorter has to get some number of cards
to each of the other sorters.

"Amateur Code Speed Contest." Only making one
error, Hubbell won first prize with his winning speed
of receiving 52.2 words per minute. Held at the
ARRL Central Division Convention that year, the
contest required operators to decipher plain lan-
guage text at two minute intervals that ranged in
speed from 25 to 52.7 words per minute. But things

have changed since Hubbell made history. Today,
individuals all over the world compete in High Speed
Telegraphy (HST) events where they are challenged
to correctly receive and copy Morse code transmis-
sions sent at very high speeds, upwards of 300
characters a minute.

According to Barry Kutner, W2UP, HST has long
been considered a sport in Europe, especially East-
ern Europe, similar to chess or an Olympic sport.
This year, Team USA -- consisting of Kutner, Ken-
nan Low, KE3X, and Kody Low, K30ODY - placed
10th at the Ninth High Speed Telegraphy IARU
World Championship in Bielefeld, Germany this past
October. Kutner won a gold medal -- the first in HST
history to a non-European -- in the pileup competi-
tion, and a bronze medal in the RUFZ competition.

As of November 9, there
are approximately 2.8 million QSOs in the LoTW
gueue. Many logs are still coming in from the CQ
WW and the ARRL Sweepstakes Contests that were
held the last two weekends. If you have already up-
loaded a log, there is no need to upload it again. By
doing so, you will only add to the lengthy queue. Al-
so, please do not send entire logs that contain pre-
viously uploaded QSOs. Please use the date range
option when signing logs. This will allow you to se-
lect QSOs from your log within a specific date range.
By following these guidelines, this will allow LoTW to
process the backlog at a faster pace. The ARRL IT
staff has been working diligently to speed up the
LoTW processing time and eliminate the backlog.
Thanks again for your patience.

Public Service: Amateurs Assist with Communica-
tions in Aftermath of Rare October Nor'easter

A rare nor'easter brought historic snowfall and wide-
spread damage and power outages from the Mid-
Atlantic into the Northeast United States on the last
weekend of October. Up and down the Atlantic sea-
board, radio amateurs provided various critical ser-
vices to the National Weather Service through the
SKYWARN weather spotter program, and provided
communications support to local, state and federal
emergency management and non-governmental
organizations.

on WX1BOX, the office's Amateur Radio station,"
Rob Macedo, KD1CY, told the ARRL. Macedo
serves as the Eastern Massachusetts ARES® Sec-
tion Emergency Coordinator and SKYWARN Coor-
dinator for the NWS Taunton office. "Hams in Taun-
ton were active for 21 hours supporting meteorologi-
cal and damage data that was shared not only with
the NWS, but also with the media and local, state
and federal emergency management. This brought
critical situational awareness and disaster intelli-
gence information in near-real time with many agen-
cies."

In the ARRL Connecticut Section, Section leaders
were conducting their Simulated Emergency Test
(SET) when the storm hit. "Because of the storm, we
truncated the SET operational period and braced for
the unseasonable October snow," explained ARRL
Connecticut Section Emergency Coordinator Wayne
Gronland, N1CLV. "The planned hurri-
cane/earthquake SET scenario was quickly dis-
placed by a real nor'easterl SKYWARN operators
across the Section were activated on Saturday af-
ternoon, and nets went late into the evening gather-
ing snow, rain and wind data for the National
Weather Service."

ARDF Update: New Mexico Hosts Successful Fox-
hunting Championships

record books.
Members of Albu-
querque  Amateur

They
came from 10 states
and four other na-
tions to see who
would win medals
by finding transmit-

They navi-
gated not with GPS sets, but with maps and com-
passes. Their goal was to find all of their required
transmitters and to get to the finish line in the short-
est elapsed time. For fairness, the organizers didn't
disclose the exact sites of the competition in ad-
vance. That kept anyone from doing advance recon-
naissance in person or via Google Earth. Competi-
tors boarded buses on Saturday and Sunday morn-
ings, not knowing where there were going.
