Rule Making. (NPRM) in the Federal Register. This
starts a 90 day comments period where 60 days is
provided for comments and 30 days for additional
comments in rebuttal. In effect we could have these
new bands by October. But the first of the year |
suspect is more likely. Based on the comments the
FCC has to draft the final regulations which will be-
come part of the FCC regulations that apply to Ama-
teur radio. So things are continuing to move for-
ward.
